Certain dual enrollment courses that have a
prerequisite Advanced Placement course also
receive a 1.0 quality point. For exrgle, a final
grade of A in an AP course shall receive 5.0 quality
points for purposes of calculating GPA. An
exception occurs if a grade of Fassigned.

High school credibearing honors courses in
mathematics, science, English, auatial studies
recave a 0.5 weight. For example, a final grade of
A in an honorgourse receives 4.5 quality points for
purposes of calculating GPA.

The pass grade for pafsl courses shall not be
included in the computation GPA,; the fail grade
shall be included.
